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   2009 - The Year in Review 
    
   We believe it is important for any organization to periodically assess where they have 
been to better determine where they are going. To that end at the beginning of each new 
year we look back at the year past to determine our strengths and  to recognize areas 
that may need improvement. By nearly all measures 2009 was another successful year 
for the Foundation. Our total assets increased 14.5%, returning to a level close to the 
highs posted just prior to the market crash of 2008. Through perseverance and prudent 
investment decisions we have come through one of the most difficult economic cycles in 
our country’s history. In 2009 we added nine new Funds to our menu, growing our total 
to over 60 named Funds. We proudly disbursed over $76,000 in scholarships to many 
dozens of Union County students. Our non scholarship Funds disbursed over $475,000 to 
a myriad of projects and causes. 
  Our board adopted a new policy in 2009 which makes provision for partnering with 
approved outside investment agents. This means donors’ professional advisors can 
continue to manage client assets gifted to the Foundation. This significant policy serves 
the interests of both donors and advisors and results in increased charitable giving. 
   Much time and dialogue has been devoted to our ongoing visioning process. This 
dynamic process brings clarity to defining who we are as an organization and what we 
want to be, both now and in the future. This visioning process resulted in the 
development of an important new Next Generations Initiative that when implemented 
will solidify the Foundation’s ongoing sustainability and ultimately allow the Foundation 
to disburse substantially more grant $’s into our Union County Communities. 
   Targeted areas calling for more focused attention include extending our reach, 
increasing public awareness, motivating citizens to action, and establishing a leadership 
voice in our communities.  We will continue to strive to become a better and increasingly 
effective organization.  
  We want to acknowledge and offer special thanks to the extraordinary men and women 
that served on our 2009 board of trustees. These are your friends and neighbors and 
they serve quietly and effectively, motivated only by the prospect of building a better 
County for us to live, work, and raise our families.

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1. Prepare a will. This is very easy to accomplish but alarmingly, it is estimated that over 50% 
of people in Central Ohio do not have a will. If you die without a will you have essentially lost 
control of what happens to the assets you have worked a lifetime to accumulate. Establishing a 
proper will through an attorney is easily accomplished and relatively inexpensive. There is no 
good reason to delay this process. Do it now!  

2. Leave a gift in your will for the charitable organizations that make a difference in your 
life. Statistically very few wills (less than 3%) include a charitable gift provision. We all 
should include some gift provision to charity. A gift of any size can help make a difference 
and if everyone’s will included at least some charitable gift the impact would be significant.  

3. Leave a % of assets or a specific dollar amount to your favorite charity. This is an easy 
way to make a charitable gift. Such a provision can be part of a new will or added to your ex-
isting will by simply contacting your attorney.  

4. Consider using non-cash assets for your charitable gift.  Many people never consider using 
assets such as real-estate, stocks, bonds, collectibles, life insurance, etc. to fund charitable 
gifts. Gifting these assets can yield substantial tax advantages.  

5. Name your favorite charity as the beneficiary of your IRA or pension plan. Your plan 
likely would allow you to leave a % to your favorite charity.  

6. & 7. Purchase a life insurance policy naming your favorite charity as beneficiary or name 
      your favorite charity as beneficiary (partial or whole) of an existing policy. Significant tax 
      savings can occur if a charity actually assumes ownership of the policy.  
8.   Honor deceased loved ones with memorial gifts to charities. This could be expanded to  
      establishing a memorial donor advised fund through the Union County Foundation.  
9. Encourage family members and friends to include charitable gifts in their estate plans.  
      Maybe your gentle reminder will be the motivating factor.  
10. Ask your financial advisor to include charitable giving as part of their “counsel” to other  
      clients.  Imagine the positive impact if every client were encouraged to include some form of   
      charitable giving in their estate plan.  
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Donor Advised Funds - A personal approach to giving.  
Establishing a Donor Advised Fund allows you to make a gift to your community foundation, 
then remain actively involved in suggesting uses for your gift. You can work with the com-
munity foundation’s professional program staff to suggest ongoing uses for the fund — tar-
geting the issues you care about most. Grant awards are issued to charities in the name of 
the fund (or anonymously if you prefer). It’s a simple, powerful, and highly personal ap-
proach to giving. 
 

Unrestricted Funds - Meeting ever-changing community needs. 
When you establish an Unrestricted Fund, your gift can address a broad range of local 
needs — including future needs that often cannot be anticipated at the time your gift is 
made. We evaluate all aspects of community well-being: arts and culture, economic devel-
opment, education, environment, health and human services, neighborhood revitalization, 
and more. The flexibility of your unrestricted gift enables your community foundation to re-
spond to the community’s most pressing needs, today and tomorrow. 
 

Field of Interest Funds - Connecting personal values to high-impact opportu nities. 
By establishing a Field of Interest Fund, you can target your gift to address needs in an im-
portant area of community life. You identify your personal interest area when making your 
gift; our board awards grants to community organizations and programs that are making a 
difference in the area you select. Your gift stays flexible enough to meet community needs 
in your interest area — even as they change over time. 
 

Scholarship Funds - Investing in deserving students.

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Life insurance provides a simple way for you to give a significant gift to charity, with tax  
 

benefits that you can enjoy during your lifetime.

* You make the Union County Foundation the owner and irrevocable beneficiary of your life 
insurance policy. You can either give a paid-up policy or continue to pay premiums. Premi-
ums paid through the Foundation are tax deductible. 
 
* You receive a tax deduction for the cost or fair market value of the policy, whichever is 
less. If the policy is paid up, you receive an immediate tax deduction. If it is not, you can 
claim continuing tax deductions on premium payments you make directly through gifts to the 
foundation. 
 
* Upon your death we set up a special fund in your name, in the name of your family, or in 
honor of any person or organization you choose. 
 
* Your gift can be placed into and endowment that is invested over time. Earnings from your 
fund are used to make grants addressing community needs. Your gift, and all future earn-
ings from your gift, is a permanent source of community capital, helping do good work for-
ever.

The invest-
ment strategy is one that uses a conserva-
tive asset allocation model consistent with 
allocations utilized by community founda-
tions throughout the country as reported by 
the National Council on Foundations. Our 
investment strategy minimizes management 
fees by primarily using index funds for the 
equity portion of our portfolio. 

 
 The Foundation houses over 60 indi-
vidual named Funds that fall into the 
five categories displayed by this pie 
chart. Each individual Fund is then 
invested in either our Umbrella Portfo-
lio, Short Term Portfolio, or a combi-
nation of the two.

As an example let’s assume you would 
like to make a $10,000 gift to the Union 
County Foundation. Further assume you 
are in a position to make the gift in either 
cash or stock. You would  like to maxi-
mize the tax benefits of your gift. If you 
are in the 28% marginal federal income 
tax bracket (not counting state or local in-
come taxes) the tax savings of a stock gift 
are illustrated in the box found to the 
right. The example assumes the cost of the 
donated stock was originally $4,000.
